Books on Wheels II, the Cobleigh bookmobile is celebrating ten years of service to the people in the towns of Burke, East Haven, Lyndon, Newark, Sheffield, Sutton, and Wheelock.  The bookmobile has run library services and programming with funding from grants, gifts and donations like yours.

Probably you’ve seen it on the road.  The bookmobile visits preschools, schools, summer programs, neighborhoods, community events and childcare sites.  At many sites children and adults would not normally come to the library because there is no vehicle with enough seatbelts.

Last year the bookmobile served over 1,700 children, circulated 13,862 books, and performed over 1,100 programs for 15,485 children and adults.  We are one of the few services for babies and toddlers.  All children from birth on up benefit from our programs that include reading aloud, songs, discussions and finger plays.

Some of the most important stops are the childcare and preschool sites because every time the bookmobile visits these centers it is helping children learn to love stories and helping them get a boost to become good readers.  Research shows the best way to become a good reader is to read, talk, sing and have conversations with children.     

More than just statistics, the bookmobile is important to the children.  One two-year-old almost melted down when the bookmobile pulled in the driveway and had to back out to let another car out.  He thought the bookmobile was leaving without stopping.  The tears flowed; he was inconsolable.  He often borrows the books read to him that day and “reads” the story to himself or to others.

We had one developmentally challenged child make eye contact for the first time.  He isn’t often verbal, but he tried to tell his friends about his new favorite book!  He appropriately moved throughout the story.  He hugged our bookmobile coordinator, Kari.
