Dear Friends,

We are writing to request your support for Cobleigh Public Library.  In these hard economic times public libraries are a valuable resource for all members of the community.  Indeed, Cobleigh Library has seen an increase in the use of all its services this year.  42,953 items were checked out, local groups met 205 times at the library and the library conducted 225 programs for 3,772 people.  We have provided other services such as interlibrary loans, GED testing and tutoring, distance exam proctoring, and home deliveries.  Also, the library is a WiFi hotspot. 

We were able to bring “Listen UP Vermont” to our patrons.  This program allows library card users to download audio books from the Internet at home or at the library, using their library card number.  This is in addition to Vermont Online Libraries where people can use their cards to have access to thousands of journals, health information and homework help at home.    

The town appropriation covers the fixed overhead costs such as building maintenance, utilities, property insurance, payroll and health insurance.  Grants and fundraising efforts must make up the balance of the budget to cover programs, book purchases, periodicals, audio books, and computers.  We have been fortunate to receive a Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation grant and an anonymous donation of computers.  The library went from eight to twelve public access computers in 2007.  About 16,000 people used the computers last year.  Other grants have provided money for materials and programs for the children’s room, teens and older adults.  

We could not have done everything without the help of our volunteers.  The library averaged about 33 volunteer hours each week last year with the help of Vermont Associates, Reach Up, and our regular dedicated crew.

As you can see, it takes a lot to keep Cobleigh running and to offer quality programs and services.  Your support is a major source of our success; come in and check us out and let us know how we can help you.  Thank you for your consideration of a donation to the Cobleigh Public Library.
